Directions:

Travelling from Derry (and Belfast), cross the Foyle bridge and take the A2 

towards Moville, turning off for Carndonagh at Quigley’s point (Carrowkeel). 

Ballyliffin is six miles (10km) beyond Carndonagh.

Times from airports: City of Derry (Eglinton) 40 mins; Belfast International two 

hours; Belfast City two hrs 20 mins: Carrickfin one hour. Ferry arriving at Larne, 

two hours. All timings given are estimations and dependent on time of travel.
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- The FSC label guarantees that the trees that are 
harvested are replaced or allowed to regenerate 
naturally. 

- The forest owner must use local workers to run 
the forest, and provide training, safety equipment 
and a fair salary. 

- FSC is a market-based initiative which also ensures 
better conditions for the forest and the people 
whose livelihoods depend on it.

- FSC protects the rights of indigenous people to 
use the forest.
